KEEP BRACKLEY TIDY 
From the beginning of April, tougher penalties are to be handed out by South 
Northamptonshire Council to those who spoil the beauty of the district. 
On the spot fines have been increased from £50 to £75 under the new Clean 
Neighbourhoods and Environment Act 2005.  
The Council will have the option of issuing fixed penalty notices for a range of 
offences such as dog fouling, graffiti, fly-posting, noise and littering – including 
cigarette ends.  
The Council already issues tickets for litter and dog fouling but the government has 
given local authorities the power to offer fixed penalties, to avoid prosecution, for a 
range of offences, collectively known as ‘environmental antisocial behavior.’ 
And all money collected will now go to the Council to invest in environmental 
improvement schemes. Last year it cost £500,000 to keep the district clean South 
Northants Council collected 1,200 tonnes on 2003/04, which equates to all of the 
household waste collected for the village of Bugbrooke.  It costs £18,000 per 
occasion for cleaning and clearing litter on the A43, as well as disrupting traffic flow.

£426.55 there were no witnesses to the incident.  The planters were 
righted with the help of Councillors again there were no witnesses to the 
incident.  The damage by a delivery lorry to the railings that surround 
‘Golden Spring’ was £550.00 plus legal costs which were a further 
£250.00.  Because a local resident saw the lorry drive away without 
stopping to inspect the damage caused and they were prepared to make 
a statement the Town Council made an application to the small claims 
court at Banbury and was successful in that claim without the witness 
attending the court.  We are very grateful to that person because 
£770.00 has been recovered of your council tax money.
